The candle lighting, which lasts for one hour, begins officially at 7 p.m. local time and hundreds of events open to the public are planned throughout the day.

The memorial service will consist of an opening message; invocation; a candle lighting ceremony at 7:00pm; roll call of each child being remembered by parent, family member or friend;  music, poetry and message reading; benediction; and social time following.

The Compassionate Friends self-help bereavement organization has more than 600 chapters in the United States and a presence in at least 30 countries around the world. 

In 2009, information was submitted to TCF's national website on services in 15 countries outside the United States. In total, nearly 530 services were received. TCF has been joined in recent years by chapters of several organizations including MISS, MADD, Parents of Murdered Children, SIDS Network, Gilda's Club, and BPUSA and services were held in all 50 states plus Washington D.C. and Puerto Rico. There is no way to know how many hundreds of additional services were held in the U.S. and around the world without information being provided us.
